against stray light, mechanical damage, and soiling of the
objective lens by fingerprints, raindrops, etc.

Keeping  your  lenses  clean
To maintain the optical brilliance of your Sandpiper 
spotting scope, it is important to keep the lens surfaces
free of dirt, oils and dust.  On occasion, the lenses will
need to be cleaned. 

It is important to recognize that there are some rules to
follow when cleaning. First, be sure the lenses are free of
dust or grit before wiping to prevent any scratching on
the glass. Clean by using a can of pressurized air or a soft
camel's hair brush (acrylic optical brushes are also 
available and work well).

Second, fog the lenses with your own breath and wipe
down to help clear the lens of smudges, fingerprints or
eyelash oil.  Most importantly, use only a non-abrasive
cloth, chamois, or silk.  Cleaning fluid and optical paper
is also available and can be used as well.  NEVER use
facial tissue, heavy cotton or flannel clothing as such
items can scratch your lenses.

Caution.
Never look directly into the sun (or any other intensive
light source) while using your Sandpiper spotting scope 
(or any spotting scope). This could damage the retina and
cornea of your eyes and even cause blindness.



for day hikes or longer trips in the outdoors. The
Sandpiper is waterproof, O-ring sealed, and Nitrogen
purged (making it internally fogproof) so it can handle
even the most extreme weather conditions.

Note  for  Eyeglass  Wearers
The Sandpiper eyepiece features a retractable eyecup for
comfortable viewing whether you wear eyeglasses or
not, and to reduce the bothersome effects of lateral light.

·  If you plan on wearing eyeglasses/sunglasses, make sure
the retractable eyecup remains twisted in towards the
scope body (see A below).  If the eyecup is twisted
out, the view through the scope will appear as though
you are looking through a tunnel.

·  If you do NOT wear eyeglasses or sunglasses, twist up the
retractable eyecup in order to see the full field of view 
(see B above).  If you do NOT have the eyecup positioned 
correctly, you will note disturbing black “crescents” in your
field of view.

Focusing  
To focus slowly rotate 
the focusing knob 
(see arrow A) until 
the image through 
the eyepiece is clear 
and sharp. 

Changing  the
Magnification
The Sandpiper features a 15-45x zoom eyepiece that 
magnifies 15 to 45 times. Rotate the magnification ring
(see arrow B above) around the zoom eyepiece to
change the power level of the scope. Refocusing is usually
required when you change the magnification.

Attaching  the  scope  to  a  tripod/mount
The Sandpiper is meant to be used with a tripod for 
the steadiest possible view. It features a standard 
camera/camcorder 1/4” 20 screw thread mount on the
underside of the mounting foot. The mounting foot also
rotates around the scope body for adaptability when in
the field. To rotate the scope on the mount foot, simply
unscrew the thumbscrew, rotate to the desired position,
and tighten the thumbscrew.

Using  the  sunshade
The fitted lens hood/sunshade should be pulled out
while viewing. The hood acts as an effective shield
